     Weõve all sinned according to Godõs word. 
In fact, scripture claims that we were òborn in 
sinó which is evident when a child learns its 
first word ð NO! The concept of sin is really 
summed up in that word. It is a rebellious atti-
tude that states unequivocally that we are in 
charge even though we are the created, not the 
Creator. Adam sinned first when he said NO to 
the direct order of the Creator and we have to 
this day inherited his human nature.
