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   There are four kids that seem to show up eve-

rywhere around the church. They are, without a 

doubt, our favorite PKôsðthat means 

preacherôs kids if you need a translation. These 

are real kids, by the way, full of energy and 

prone to wander around their other home. Get 

to know them and you will find them to be 

pleasant indeed. 

   No accident this fact, they are the products of 

a very special home. Pastor Tim and Janet have 

a unique heart for children as evidenced by 

their years in childrenôs ministry. They have 

probably seen more negative examples of par-

enting skill than they care to remember. It 

seems though, that they have captured the es-

sence of positive parenting. The proof is in the 

productðfour great kids. 

   I asked Janet to respond to a few questions 

regarding momineering, a non-existent term 

that should: 

Q. Are you a better mom than your mom?  

No, just different. She was an excellent cook 

and seamstressðmore behind the scenes, she 

played the piano every Sunday at church. I am 

none of the above. I remember her having more 

patience than I do, except when I forgot to say 

ñyes, maôamò and when I didnôt want to prac-

tice playing the piano. 

Q. Though often under-appreciated, how can 

moms maintain their devotion to family and to 

God?

I know that I am 

weak when I donôt have my quiet time with the 

Lordðfirst thing. Personally, I find it has to 

happen first thing in the morning to set the pace 

for the rest of the day. It is much easier then to 

have a servant-heart towards my family. 

Q. What is the most practical advice youôve 

ever received regarding motherhood? 

ñDonôt sweat the  small stuffò and ñthis too will 

pass.ò 

Q. Are boys easier to raise than girls and do 

you want your girls to marry preachers? 

I think so, my girls are too much like meðhigh 

maintenance. I pray for all my kids that they 

follow Godôs plan for their lives. Iôve never 

been focused on the profession of who they 

marry, but the passion to follow God is a must. 

Q. Do moms need to be concerned about physi-

cal health, appearance, emotional health?  

Yes, to all of the above. We are to be examples 

to our children and others that we are to care 

for our bodies as the temple of the Holy Spirit. 

Our bodies should never be our god, but as we 

put God first in our lives, I believe the other 

areas come into balance as well. 

Q. Does chocolate really make everything bet-

ter? 

Yes, yes, and yes! 

   So see we have distilled the concept of moth-

erhood down to one wordðchocolate. Of 

course, that isnôt true. In actuality, the one 

word, in case you didnôt notice, was God. It 

seems that building a family around God makes 

a huge differenceða surprise? No, in fact, God 

is all about families and it is also no surprise 

that the devil is all about destroying families. 

Ungodly examples of family dysfunction 

abound and the family of Suncoast Cathedral is 

here to make a difference in families in our 

community. 

   Do you want help in centering your family 

around God? Bring them to a Sunday school 

class where they can learn with kids their own 

age and have fun doing itðuse the take home 

paper provided as a reinforcement tool during 

the week. Attend a class yourself so that spiri-

tual concepts will become clearer and easier to 

teach to your children. An elective parenting 

class will be presented in our Life by Design 

(31-50) department during the next quarter.  

   The virtuous woman described in Proverbs 

31:10 was hard to find back then, but even 

more scarce today. Verse 30 says, ñbut a 

woman who fears the Lord, she shall be 

praised.ò Christian, Lydia, Nathan, Abigail and 

Pastor Tim would certainly agree with verse 28 

as Janetôs children ñrise up and call her 

blessed; Her husband also, and he praises 

her.ò Thanks Janet for putting Jesus on display 

as a great mom!
