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 Then He spoke to them a parable: 
"Look at the fig tree, and all the 
trees.  
  When they are already budding, you 
see and know for yourselves that 
summer is now near.  
  So you also, when you see these 
things happening, know that the 
kingdom of God is near.ò Luke 21:29 -
31.  
  Can you believe it is already that 
time of year again? What a great 
feeling when that last bell of the 
school year rings!  Itôs a time that 
most folks dream of, a time of lei-
sure, vacation, a time of making 
memories, a time of relaxation, a 
time of fun for children every-
where.   The only word that can de-
scribe this wonderful time is 
ñsummerò.   Summer is a time bud-
ding with great potential. The fruit 
farmer has planted, pruned, fertil-
ized, and watched as the flower 
bloomed and fell off to be replaced by 
the tiny form that will become the 
large, brilliantly colored, and tantaliz-
ingly tasty fruit.  
  Our lives are budding with potential 
as well. When we accept Christ, itôs 
like going from a challenging school 
year directly into summer.   Do we 
lose our responsibilities? No.   But we 
do get to leave behind a lot of other 
troublesome things.    For instance, 
we are no longer a slave to sin be-
cause Jesus has set us free.   We no 

longer have to worry about being ac-
cepted by people, because weôve 
been accepted by the One who cre-
ated the people.   We no longer have 
to worry and focus on money, we 
have a Lord who promises and does 
provide us with all we need.   We no 
longer have to focus on emotional 
highs and lows, because weôre given 
a spiritual high that canôt be de-
stroyed by any circumstance.  Weôre 
freed from worrying about everything 
because Jesus said that He would 
take our burdens on himself. Upon 
accepting the Lord into our lives, we 
are given a great peace, much better 
then we have on even the most re-
laxing of summer days!  
  Why donôt more Christians see re-
deemed life this way?   Perhaps be-
cause many believers refuse to keep 
up with their summer ñstudiesò in-
stead taking frequent vacation breaks 
in their relationship with Jesus 
Christ.    Others incorrectly assume 
that going to church occasionally 
gives them a passing grade.  As re-
laxing as it is, summer cannot be a 
time to sit back and coast spiritually. 
By the way, how is your fruit looking 
right now in comparison to Galatians 
5? Summer is a time to take advan-
tage of the relaxed pace of day to 
day living and give ourselves to rip-
ening  our character fruit and relation-
ship with God ï see the parable of 
Luke 21 concerning the fig tree.  I 
want to challenge you to spend inten-
tional time each day studying the bi-
ble, praying and living out your 
faith.  I promise that if you truly at-
tempt to know God better over the 
next few months, youôll experience 
the type of lasting freedom and fruit 
that only regular intimacy with God 
brings ï others will notice how attrac-
tive your fruit is becoming.  
  The wonderful thing about this 
ñseasonò is that itôs not on a timeta-
ble, and you never have to go back to 
being the way you were before. While 
summer eventually comes to an end, 
the freedom we 
have in God doesnôt 
have to.  His desire 
is that we bear 
good fruit in every 
season of life!
