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Can you believe it? As you can feel, 
summer doesnôt end when school 
starts in Florida ðjust summer vaca-
tion. This month we will return to 
the regular routine, but wait a min-
ute. How about changing the rou-
tine this year? Let me answer a few 
questions that you may have on 
your mind based on my observation 
as a parent first and second as a 
pastor whose heart absolutely beats 
for kids.  

What is education about anyway? 
The real purpose for the educational 
process is to develop learning skills that 
will be used throughout life. Often the 
actual facts learned are relatively quick 
to be forgotten. Often what is taught as 
fact is changed with new knowledge that 
comes along. The process for gaining 
knowledge remains important forever. 
The ability to communicate knowledge 
and subsequent wisdom through spoken 
and written words and even non -verbal 
expression is a priceless gift to the world 
around us and to future generations.  

What part do grades play in the 
process? Grades are simply information 
tools for us, as parents, to use to under-
stand our childôs strengths and weak-
nesses. Positive communication to rein-
force the strengths and encourage im-
provement in the weak areas is essential 
to the learning process. Notice I didnôt 
say punishment for the weak areas; they 
are not likely to become strengths. 
Learners must always be motivated by a 
positive, inspirational atmosphere. My 
parentôs generation didnôt always do 
that, but I am determined to.  

How do you handle behavior issues? 
Two wordsðdiscipline (with love) and 
consistency come to mind. In fact the 
word discipline implies consistency. Let 
me give you a visual, a pinball machine. 
Yes, Iôm serious, the ball doesnôt know 
where it is going, but it doesnôt fly out of 
the machine because there are bounda-
ries. And by controlling the boundaries 
that we can control we score more 
points and can actually win. Well thought 
out and positively communicated 
boundaries will go a long way toward 
winning if consistently applied. With 

young children that is enough, but with 
older children with the ability to reason 
already established explanation is impor-
tant. By the way, never look/talk down 
to a child, always try to physically get 
down on their level and look them 
straight in the eyeðyou will see a differ-
ence. 

How important are our priorities 
and how are they best communi-
cated? The choice here is really quite 
simple, itôs your priorities or those of 
someone else that will become your 
childôs priorities in the future. You can 
take that responsibility seriously and 
model themðactions are louder than 
wordsðor leave it to their friends, teach-
ers, TV, video games, internet or what-
ever other influences are out there. 
Chances are their priorities wonôt come 
out in the proper order:  God ðspouseð
childrenðchurchðschool/career, etc. Let 
me help you here, if God is your number 
one priority shouldnôt His church (bride) 
be more important than all the other 
things that crowd in? Think about it and 
remember your children watch what you 
do more than what you say you do, canôt 
fool them...or God. Now Iôve gone to 
meddling. Often people say when excus-
ing their lack of prioritizing the house of 
God, ñGod knows my heart.ò My question 
for you is, do you know Godôs heart? The 
scripture is plain, Train up a child in the 
way he should go, and when he is old he 
will not depart from it, Proverbs 22:6. 
The very purpose for Kidôs City Ministries 
is to partner with you to provide the help 
you need to raise great kids. Great kids 
will become great parents and the plan 
and message 
of God will 
continue from 
generation to 
g e n e r a t i o n . 
May this be 
the best school 
year ever for 
your family 
and ours. Be 
blessed!
