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Nationally known speaker, David 
Ring, will be speaking Friday eve-
ning, September 19th, at 7:00 pm 
at Suncoast Cathedral in St. Pe-
tersburg, Florida.  The service will 
focus on how to emerge victori-
ous rather than victimized in the 
face of seemingly insurmountable 
odds. 
 
David Ring knows a thing or two 
about being victorious in the face 
of insurmountable odds.  Born in 
1953, David was deprived of oxy-
gen for 18 minutes at birth leav-
ing him with cerebral palsy.  Or-

phaned at the age of 14 after 
both parents died of cancer, he 
was cast from family to family 
with nowhere to call home.  He 
endured constant physical pain, 
humiliating public ridicule and 
constant discouragement.  Yet 
he chose to be victorious rather 
than a victim.  
 
After surrendering his heart and 
life to Jesus Christ, he learned 
self-respect and acceptance of 
his physical challenges.  To 
most, physical challenges of this 
magnitude would prove to be a 
tombstone.  For David Ring, this 
coming of age was and remains 
a milestone. 
 

Although difficult at first to under-
stand, Ring quickly captures his 
audiences with his quick wit and 
warm personality.  He always fo-
cuses on an individualôs need to 
conquer the personal challenges 
and adversities of life.  As one 
who has not been stifled by his 
physical limitations, he clearly 
states his challenge to everyone.  
ñI have Cerebral Palsyéwhatôs 
your problem?ò asks Ring.  Ring 
has authored one book, and 
speaks to more than 100,000 
people annually.

   David Grant communicates world missions with a contagious pas-
sion and vision, which has inspired this generation to intercession, 
investment and involvement.  
   For 38 years the one billion people of India have been the heart 
and focus of Davidôs ministry.  Thousands of churches have been 
planted and scores of Bible colleges established.  
   David serves the Eurasia region of Assemblies of God World Mis-
sions in Evangelism, Resource Development and Project Rescue.  The 
priority development project is partnering with Pastor Mohan in Ma-
dras, India to build a 55,000 seat Celebration Center, which will be 
the largest Assemblies of God evangelistic center in the world.  
   Eurasiaôs 44 countries include India, Israel, Iraq, Iran, and Russia - 
the political and religious epicenters of our world.  
   David and Beth serve as directors of Project Rescue, a ministry to 
the millions of young women enslaved in forced prostitution.  
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Randy & Robinôs vision for Europe is to see thousands of young men 
and women trained and equipped for ministry. They are working ag-
gressively to develop a network of Masterôs Commission Partners 
from the States to strategically assist in the development of MC pro-
grams throughout Europe. They will be launching a new MC program 
in Austria in the fall of 2009, Braunau Masterôs CommissionðBraunau 
is the birth place and childhood home of Adolf Hitler. In the fall of 2009 
they will begin strategically laying the groundwork for other MC pro-
grams in Europe.
