God, you acknowledge His presence.  You also acknowledge that you trust 
Him to lead you through whatever it is you need to conquer. In the past, ac-
tively using this principle has seen me through difficulties over and over again. 
Presently, I am benefiting once again. What stands out for me amidst the cur-
rent trouble and turmoil is the awesome and lasting peace I am enveloped in, 
an amazing peace which indeed passes all understanding. 
   As we practice thanksgiving we model to others we come in contact with a 
better way of living.  Jesus promised that He came so we could have abundant 
life. Letõs remember to give thanks, often and with caring, and demonstrate to 
ourselves, our families and all those we meet along the path of life the power-
ful changes a thankful heart can bring.
